HOW DOES IT WORK?

The Jam

Simply grab an Expression of Interest form in store and fill it out, or go to allansbillyhyde.com.au and register there. You’ll then be contacted with a jam date.

This jam is a meet and greet, for all prospective Warriors and a ‘break the ice’ session for getting to know your band coach. This jam session is NOT AN AUDITION.
It’s just a chance to crank it up and have a bash!

What Do | Bring?
Nothing! All gear, rehearsal space and the gig itself is organised by Allans Music + Billy Hyde. You are welcome to use your own guitars and basses; however we
supply amps, a kit and keyboards of the highest professional quality.

After the Jam
After you’'ve played a few tunes and gotten to know everyone, the coach will put you in a band, considering your style and vibe. This is the key to Weekend Warriors’
success — our coaches know how to make successful combinations for the ultimate Warriors experience!

A few days after the jam, you’ll meet your coach at the Allans Music + Billy Hyde store for about 1 hour, where your coach will announce the band line-ups and
rehearsal times. Then you'’ll start to prepare your 30 min set for your gig.

The Songs
The tunes in your gig set list are chosen democratically by you and your band. There is a large, diverse and easy to play suggested repertoire to choose from.
Past Warriors have played everything from 50s and 60s classics, to modern day rock and pop; country and western is also welcome!

== GET ON STAGE! —_—
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Rehearsals

Every band will have a weekly two-hour rehearsal for four weeks with the Warriors coach. Past Warriors who have put aside some spare time for polishing up their
tunes and taken their rehearsals seriously have had the best results and the most fun! They have also learnt essential tricks and tips from their coaches along the
way, to help them develop more confidence and musicality. This has made the ‘Big Gig’ experience one to remember!

The Big Gig!
Now it’s time to get onstage and wow your friends, family and workmates with your musical debut or rebirth! Again, all gear and professional sound system
is provided, along with a cool venue, crew and a rock star standard lighting rig (no groupies included — you’ve gotta bring your own!).

We average around 200 punters at each gig, with the cover charge profits going to charity — feeling alright!

After the Program
There are now at least, for example, 30 new bands gigging around Melbourne as a direct result of the Weekend Warriors program! We actively stay in touch with all
Warriors and encourage them to keep at it, all in the name of Rock ‘n’ Roll.

Cost
$300 per program, which covers coaching and administration costs. The fee is payable at the meeting after the jam, before the first rehearsal. When you think
about it, the fee is equivalent to quality tuition over the same time period, except a lot more fun!
